e People persons who “live” primarily in their feelings
e Sensitive to others, genuine, humanistic, supportive, responsible, tactful, perceptive
e Enjoy closeness with others, sharing feelings, being in groups and in unstructured settings that allow for
flexibility and caring
e Solve problems primarily by feeling and intuition, by helping others

Enterprising Personality

® Project persons who are absorbed in their strategies
e Energetic, enthusiastic, confident, dominant, political, verbal, assertive, quick decision makers
e Self-motivated leaders who are talented at organizing, persuading, managing
e Achieve primarily by using these skills in dealing with people and projects
e Enjoy money, power, status, being in charge

Conventional Personality

e Persons who “live” primarily in their orderliness
e Quiet, careful, accurate, responsible, practical, persevering, well organized, task oriented
e Have a strong need to feel secure and certain, get things finished, attend to every detail, follow a routine
e Prefer to work for someone of power and status than be in such a position themselves
e Solve problems by appealing to and following the rules
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
