100 BC).ó   Dr. Eric Jarvi, the Associate Dean of HUSOP,  
earned his Ph.D. in Pharmacology/Toxicology in 1985.

The collection is set up on 
a rotating basis so ten prints are hung in the hallway of the 
School every year.  The entire collection along with the his-
tory of each print is available for public viewing during nor-
mal business hours (9 AM to 4 PM) in the School of Phar-
macy.

 Funding scholarships is never easy, and the chal-
lenge can be even more difficult for a new program such as 
HUSOP.  But fate provided the Deanõs Advisory Board 
with an opportunity to create an endowed scholarship fund 
for the school based on the 40-print collection entitled òA 
History of Pharmacy in Picturesó originally provided by Parke-
Davis and Company.  Peter Zanoni of Mexico, ME, do-
nated the complete set of 16ó x 24ó prints, in pristine con-
dition to the School.    
 Now framed and hanging in the School, the Advi-
sory Board hit upon the idea of sponsoring pictures in the 
series. For a $1000 donation to the HUSOP Endowed 
Scholarship Fund, the donor will have an engraved plaque 
affixed to the print of his/her choice recognizing their do-
nation in perpetuity.  The donor also receives an 8óx10ó,  
identically framed, version of the larger print engraved with 
the details of the donation.  
 It should come as no surprise to anyone involved  
with the pharmacy profession in the state of Maine that         

 A $100,000 donation from the Hannaford Corpo-
ration has allowed the school to proceed with completing 
the remodeling and equipping of the Cognitive Skills Labo-
ratory space.  The 973 ft2 multi-purpose use facility is de-
signed to house a private patient assessment area, a simu-
lated retail pharmacy space, simulated drug information 
kiosks, pharmacy practice skills assessment areas, and tradi-
tional didactic classroom activities.   
 Adjacent to the compounding laboratory, the space 
will become an integral component of the pharmacy prac-
tice skills laboratory portion of the six-semester Communi-
cation, Cognitive Skills, and Case-Based Critical Thinking 
course sequence. The patient counseling areas will be 
equipped with cameras to allow student-patient simulations 
to be video-taped and critiqued at a later time.
